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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY


1.0	Purpose
The purpose of this paper is to request approval from the Board of Management (BOM), Malaysia Productivity Corporation (MPC) on undertake initiative improvement  for  Focus Group Registering Property (FGRP) and execute other improvement initiatives to boost Malaysia’s ranking of Doing Business 2020 for Registering Property Indicators.

2.0	Background
 Focus Group Registering Property (FGRP) was set up in 2007 under Special Task Force to Facilitate Business (PEMUDAH) is responsible to initiate improvements based on the World Bank Ease of Doing Business Report. The focus group is co-chaired by YBhg. Dato 'Ir Dr Andy Seo, Vice President,  Federation of Malaysian Manufacturers (FMM) and YBhg. Dato' Che Roslan Che Daud, Director-General, Department of Land and Mines (Federation) and Malaysia Productivity Corporation (MPC) are the secretariat to this focus group.

This report is an annual report by the World Bank which ranks 190 economies’ ease of doing business through 10 indicators which Malaysia improved from 42-29 position. The World Bank’s “Doing Business” Indicators on Registering Property which refers to time (days), procedure (number), costs (% of warehouse value) and the quality of land administration index. Rankings are based on 4 sub indicators with equal weightage given to:
1. Time (years)
2. Procedures (number)
3. Cost   (% warehouse value)
4. Quality of land Administration (0-30)
A case study will undertake to collect data and identified issues as well as recommendations that will bring improvement to Doing Business ranking.
